How could she have known when she came to Manatee County Schools more than 30 years ago
as a volunteer that she was destined to become the Employee Benefits Coordinator for the district? Well, the School
District of Manatee County is certainly fortunate that Brenda Osborne never backs away from a challenge.

When Brenda returned to the workforce on November 27, 1978, she was nervous and recently
said that when she saw a picture of herself she laughed at the young, frightened “girl” in the
picture.

Brenda began her “paying” career with the district as a clerical assistant at Palma Sola
Elementary, and the following school year she moved to Prine Elementary where both her
sons attended. In 1984, she transferred to the Personnel Department as a Personnel
Assistant. Brenda has shared more than one fond story of those days being in the old
Administration building and the challenges that working in a decaying building presented.

Brenda’s next chapter began in 1987, when the position of an Insurance Specialist was created
in Risk Management Department due to the growth of the system. When you hear the word
CREATED, it was not just the position, it was everything that goes with insurance for the district. Even though her
office was nothing more than a desk in the hallway, Brenda was not deterred, spending many hours reading and
researching to learn what was legal, what would benefit our employees, etc. Never one to be satisfied with just
knowing something, Brenda is one who understands the details of what it takes to provide good insurance benefits
for our employees. It's not just a job; it's her passion to make sure everyone is helped and their problems solved.

In 2006, Brenda was made the Employee Benefits Coordinator, a very much deserved promotion. She once said, “I
have learned that happiness comes from within and you can secure a measure of happiness by simply being
kind to people.”
